On 
those days our hearts are filled with 
thanksgiving.  

 

Other Sundays as we gather for wor-
ship we recognize that many of us are 
carrying fears and sorrows. We may 
be deeply concerned about family 
members, friends or ourselves. We 
may disapprove of life choices made 
by those we love. Or we may grieve 
for the chaos present in so many 
places the world. Sometimes we are 
even too filled with sorrow or grief or 
confusion to pray. 

 

�  
n the Hebrew Bible in the 
book of Ecclesiastes, chapter 
3 we find the famous lines: 
“For everything there is a 
season, and a time for every 

matter under heaven…” 
 
On Pentecost, I watched as many 
parents accompanied their confir-
mand on a symbolic walk down 
the center aisle of the church as 
far as the baptismal font, and 
there they paused, allowing 
their son or daughter to continue 
on their journey as adults, under 
their own steam.  But upon further 
reflection, the confirmands did not 
walk “alone” — they walked with the 
blessing of their parents and church 
family, and with the Holy Spirit of 
God.  

 
It was a moving moment: one of Ec-
clesiastes’ “times.” From where I was 
standing that morning, I saw plenty 
of hugs, kisses and handshakes — 
and some tears. The ritual held a pro-
found truth, reminding us of the real-
ity of change in our lives:  kids grow 
up.  There’s an evolution of personal 
responsibility and decision-making, 
for the individual families as well as 
for the church family.  There’s also 
the recognition that as parents we 
have to release our young adults 
out of our control and into the free-
dom God calls them to enjoy.   

 
And being involved in church life, 
loving God and loving each other, 
means that our hearts are open to the 
changes that take place in each 
other’s lives, and when we celebrate 
the good our joy is real. And there is 
a lot of good! There are indeed 
blessed moments when it seems like 
everyone in the congregation is in 
pretty good shape: no one is in the 

We all face transitions in our lives.  
Some are pretty clear: graduations, 
jobs, marriages, mortgages… but life 
is not simple, and we know not all 
transitions can be celebrated. Indeed, 
some are not easy: we ache for each 
other when seniors lose mobility, 

sight, independence, or when 
health issues suddenly blind-
side us, causing plans for 
the future to be put on 

hold, or set aside. 
 

Yet the God who loves us 
into being loves us, as Jon 
Paul reminds the children, 
all the time. This means that 

the God so present in the joys 
of our lives is also present in 

our sorrows and even in our worries 
and our grief.  

 
Being part of the Body of Christ 
means walking alongside members of 
the congregation, witnessing all the 
different “times” of life: the joys and 
the sorrows, celebrating the wonder-
ful moments, and helping to make 
sense of the moments when problems 
erupt or we grow bewildered, trying 
to find our way.  

 
To all members of the con-

gregation, in whatever 
“time” of your life you find yourself, 
may you be richly graced with the 
love of God.

 few Sundays ago we 
protected the church 
kids from three 
prayer requests; we 
did not speak them 

aloud until before the community 
prayer after our children were in 
Sunday school. As far 
as I know we have 
never done that before, 
but it seemed the right 
thing for us to do that 
Sunday. The collective 
weight of all three re-
quests was over-
whelming: prayers for 
Ben Kerns’ friend 
whose mother died, 
prayers for Kristin 
Hanifin and Meredith 
Doty’s friend whose 
mother died, and fi-
nally the shocking 
news that one of the 
Rwandan orphans who 
performed at our church in Decem-
ber had died. So much sadness. The 
news of these three deaths seemed 
to break me open. I am sure I was 
not alone.  
  
You have probably heard me say 
this before, but in case you haven’t, 
I like to tell people that since I’ve 
come to understand myself as a 
Christian, I’ve become disturbed. 
Yes, disturbed. When I encounter 
happy evangelical Christians who 
praise Jesus for living in their hearts 
and making everything sunshiny 
cheerful, my jaw drops. Since I’ve 
become a Christian, I feel like Jesus 
has relentlessly opened my eyes to 
pervasive suffering.: a young moth-
erless boy, a teenage motherless 
girl, a beautiful drum beating 

Rwandan boy gone because he had 
no access to medical care. I can no 
longer dismiss this sadness as 
someone else’s reality. 
  
But what are we to do with such 
sadness? What are we to do when 

each Sunday we hear of yet another 
tragic prayer request? What are we 
to do when we turn on the nightly 
news and learn of yet another natu-
ral disaster leaving thousands and 
thousands dead and more thousands 
homeless, shocked and bereaved? 
Certainly responding with plati-
tudes such as, “there must be a rea-
son God caused this” doesn’t work. 
And I’m not sure living as a dis-
turbed Christian is any answer ei-
ther. 
  
I’m glad we didn’t let all the kids in 
our church know about two mothers 
who lost their fight with cancer. Or 
that one of the Rwandan boys they 
saw sing and beat a drum can no 
longer dance in this world to a pow-

erful beat. Yet, we did do the right 
thing by sharing this news as the 
body of Christ. Although at times I 
wished I didn’t learn of more sad-
ness, I am grateful that as a church 
we can come to worship with the 
unspeakable news of orphaned chil-

dren and a dead boy. 
The weight of this sor-
row is too much to 
carry alone. Yet we 
can carry it together. 
We can pray together 
as one voice, con-
fused, shocked, heart-
broken, yet confident 
that our God’s loving 
presence remains. We 
can gather as a group 
of disturbed Chris-
tians, yet leave still 
hopeful that those who 
suffer will find healing 
in the embrace of God. 
For every crucifixion 

there is a resurrection.  
  
That may be all we can do, but I am 
certain ignoring the world’s suffer-
ing is not the answer. That is only 
the privilege of young children who 
are still trying to find their way in 
this big beautiful and scary world. 
Instead, we are called as grown up 
Christians to face the sadness of the 
world with heartache and faith, with 
sadness and hope. This is not an 
easy call, but who said following 
Christ would ever be easy? 
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For every crucifixion  
there is a resurrection

3, 2008 at the Naval War

Scott’s service commitment began in 
the summer of 1984 when he reported 
to the United States Naval Academy 
at Annapolis, Maryland as a plebe.  
 
He spent four years at the academy 
where he earned his bachelor’s degree 
and upon graduation in May 1988 
was commissioned a second lieuten-
ant in the Marine Corps.  
 
He served five years of active duty 
(1988-1993) during which time he 
was promoted to first lieutenant and 
then to captain.  
 
During that time he had tours of duty 
in Virginia, Okinawa, Japan, and 
North Carolina.  Scott’s unit played 

an active role in the 1990 Gulf War 
and he saw action in both Kuwait and 
Iraq. 
 
Upon completing his five-year active 
duty commitment, he remained in the 
United States Marine Corps Reserves 
for an additional 15 years, during 
which time he was promoted to major 
and in 2002 to lieutenant colonel.  
 
During his reserve time, Scott held 
several command positions including 
commanding officer of an infantry 
company.  
 
The last post he held was being the 
Marine liaison officer supporting the 
Combined and Joint Headquarters of 
U.S. Forces Korea and the South Ko-
rean armed forces. 
 
Scott earned his MBA from Boston 
University. He is the national sales 
manager for the diabetes division of 
Bayer Healthcare.

Through a series of correspondence, I 
am building relationships with Narc-
sco, his mother, and his two sisters. I 
treasure every letter, every drawing, 
and every photo. It’s fun to think of 
small gifts to include along with my 
letters. For Christmas and Narcisco’s 
fourth birthday, I donated some extra 
money to the family. This cash went a 
long way in the Dominican Republic, 
and was used to purchase family neces-
sities such as food and clothing, as well 
as some toys for Narcisco. I have a 
photo of Narcisco with his bicycle, 
along with his excellent drawing of this 
bicycle. I believe that Narcisco is a 
budding artist!
